P.I.S.A. Charter of Behaviour & Expectations for Staff, Students and Parents 

(Prepared by the Sports Coordinators and endorsed by the staff of NBCS, CCS and OFGS, 2005)

Philosophy of P.I.S.A. sport:

· The primary function of P.I.S.A. sport is to bring the area’s Christian schools together in fellowship and enjoy a fun, competitive, sociable and friendly game of team sport.

· Although winning is an obvious motivation for students in team sports (and the students are encouraged to do their best ~ for God, themselves, their school and their team), it is important to recognise that the higher virtues of:

· developing and nurturing friendships between schools and individual students;

· learning  & developing skills on the field through caring and appropriate coaching; as well as

· displaying good sportsmanship and Christian character

will be emphasised. 

· Winning teams in each competition will receive certificates to recognise their achievements.

· We wish to distinguish our competition from that of Saturday competition. The atmosphere of P.I.S.A. sport aims to be that of ‘Togetherness in Christ’ rather than the possible ‘Us against Them & Win at all costs’ mentality than can exist. Whilst adhering to the rules of each game, and attempting to achieve excellence in Christ, the seriousness of each game is minimised.

Expectations for Students:

Students will:

· have fun and learn/develop/maintain a positive attitude towards team sports and their own abilities and allow other students to do the same;

· meet and greet the other team before each game, and (in a circle) pray under the guidance of a teacher and listen to the referee’s brief list of expectations for the game;

· attempt to play to the best of their ability, for God, themselves, their team mates and their school;

· display their best behaviour and act in a sporting and friendly manner;

· accept the referee’s decision without question;

· appreciate the skills of players on both sides;

· congratulate the other team after each game by means of handshakes, 3 cheers, etc. and thank the referee;

· collect any equipment belonging to themselves or their school, tidy the area and listen to their teacher;

· always remain with their coach before, during and after each game. No student, except with the express permission of their teacher, is to leave their game area.

Expectations for Teachers (& Parents) in a coaching capacity:

· Encourage the students to do their best, but recognise their limitations and remember that they are only children. Reward your team (in some way) for playing fairly and doing their best. Don’t reward them solely for winning.

· Create and maintain an atmosphere of fun and happiness among the team. Remind them that it’s only a game and it’s there to be enjoyed.

· Use positive, encouraging and supportive words and actions as much and as often as you can.

· Treat every team member as an equal. Share the game time around the squad evenly. 

· Be responsible for the behaviour and organisation of your team.

· You are entitled to caution a player from either side regarding behaviour or style of play.  You can choose to relay a caution or concern to the other school’s coach if necessary.

· You are entitled & encouraged to coach both teams whilst refereeing/umpiring in the interest of fairness (as the other coach is not refereeing) and student learning.

· Pray with the teams before each game, encouraging them to play with Christian integrity and sportsmanship, and rally your team (or prompt your captain to) for the three cheers after the game.

· Remember to thank the other school for their involvement.

· Ensure the grounds are left cleaner than they are found. 

· Record the score and ‘best & fairest player’ and pass it on to your school’s coordinator.  

P.I.S.A. Charter of Expected Behaviour For Students

As a student representing my school in sport, I shall, to the best of my ability:

· have fun and a positive attitude towards team sports;

· feel happy with the way I play my sport and allow other students to feel the same way;

· meet and shake hands with the other team before each game;

· listen to the referee’s brief list of expectations for the game;

· play as well as I can on the day, for God, myself, my team mates and my school;

· display my best behaviour and act in a sporting and friendly manner;

· accept the referee’s decision without question;

· let players on both sides know when they have played well;

· keep myself from swearing or being angry;

· congratulate the other team after each game by means of handshakes, 3 cheers, etc. and thank the referee;

· collect any equipment belonging to my school and myself after the game, tidy the area and listen to my coach;

· stay with my coach before, during and after each game.
